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EITC Can Be A Financial Boost For Working People Hit By Hard Economic Times
Rafael I Torres, executive director of Azteca Economic Development and Preservation Corporation, announced the opening of the Azteca VITA site at 20 Iturbide St in Laredo to help taxpayers prepare their federal income tax free of charge by volunteer IRS certified preparers that will e-file the return and will help taxpayers get their refund into their credit union or bank account very quickly.  The hours of operation are: Monday 2pm-5pm, Wednesday 4pm-7pm, and Friday 2pm-5pm Last year over 3 million dollars were returned to taxpayers in Laredo and were invested into the Laredo economy from returns prepared by volunteer certified IRS volunteers.
 
The Azteca VITA site at 20 Iturbide St is an approved IRS VITA site and is part of the VITA program network of the Laredo Family Economic Success Coalition. Residents can come to the Azteca VITA to get free help in filling out their federal income tax forms by volunteer IRS certified preparers free of charge. The IRS certified preparers will file the return electronically file and will ensure their refunds are delivered to their credit union or bank account at no cost to the taxpayer. The free services are currently available to Laredo residents.  
The VITA Program (Volunteer Income Tax Assistance Program) offers free tax help to low- to moderate-income (generally, $49,000 and below) people who cannot prepare their own tax returns. The IRS estimates one in four eligible taxpayers will overlook the Earned Income Tax Credit - or EITC - worth up to $5,600 or more this year.
